This time they will make their first appearance accompanied by a symphony orchestra. The original debut with the JSO was scheduled for August 9 at the Jackson County Fair but a storm of monumental proportions postponed the performance until this concert, when they plan to sing holiday favorites such as White Christmas, Blue Christmas, Santa Claus is Coming to Town, and Silver Bells. 
Eighty members of the Jackson Chorale, directed by Wendy Treacher, will perform with the orchestra as well as unaccompanied. O Holy Night!, Gesu Bambino (The Infant 
Jesus), Ave Maria, Christmas Processional and Christmas Recessional are a few of the selections.

“Christmas Processional has large orchestration - it’s big and grand and lovely!” Treacher said. “The Christmas Recessional is a very nice composite of three angel carols — Angels From the Realms of Glory, Angels We have Heard on High, and Hark! the Harold Angels Sing.” 

Young talent also will be showcased. The Jackson Chorale Children's Choir, made up of about 45 Jackson-area students in grades four through eight and directed by Jackie Livesay, will sing A La Nanita Nana, Winter Wonderland, and some children's tunes.

"December is always a very busy month for the orchestra” said Maestro Stephen Osmond. “Typically we start the month off with the Guild's Holiday Ball and then in a rather loose yearly rotation present the Nutcracker, Messiah, sacred music of the season or a pops concert. Each has special challenges, but all are very rewarding,” he said. “Collaborating with the Chorale, Three Men and a Tenor, and the children will make for a very festive event!"
